The Western has never been completely forgotten, and is in 
fact alive and well in libraries and book stores. Some favorite Western authors which you will find on 
our library shelves are Elmer Kelton, Louis L’Amour, Max Brand, Diane Glancy, James Alexander 
Thom, Anna Lee   Waldo, Will Henry, Larry McMurtry, William Johnstone, and Cormac McCarthy. 
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
