The Foundation
worked with our local Friends of Weston Library, as FOWL provided the maximum
allowed of $350 in funds for the grant, which the Libri Foundation matched at a 2-1
ratio. The books for Libri grants are always chosen by the local librarians, who are
familiar with library and community needs.

The new books will be used to support preschool and after school programs, sum-
mer reading, school projects, and recreational reading. They have been catalogued
and are ready for check out, so please stop by the library soon and take a look!
