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“Get Creative at Your Library” was the theme 
for this summer’s library reading program.  
About 30 kids participated in activities sched-
uled over a six-week period in June and July.  
Programs held on Friday afternoons in the 
park included weaving, decoupage, and 
drawing. On movie night we watched the 
movie Bolt, and enjoyed snacks in the air-                 
conditioned comfort of the library!  Storyteller 
Tom Rawson appeared in the park on July 10 
where he entertained all ages with his singing, storytelling and banjo playing. 

Readers have been cashing in their hours spent reading for small prizes.  When six 
hours of reading time are logged in, the reader receives a t-shirt. To date 25 t-shirts 
have been awarded, for a total of 150 hours our kids have spent reading this summer. 
Readers are encouraged to continue submitting their reading logs all summer. Re-
search shows that students who read as few as 6 books during the summer can main-
tain the reading skills learned during the previous year. 

This year’s summer reading program was made possible in part by the Oregon State 
Library Ready to Read grant, local funding, and area sponsors.   A special thanks to 
all the volunteers who contribute their talents and energy to Summer Reading. 
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Thanks to a grant from Umatilla County, the library has a new public access computer!  The new computer re-
places an aging one which was donated to us by the Gates Foundation. If you are looking for a gentle introduc-
tion to the internet, if you’d like to be able to keep in touch with friends and family via e-mail, or if you’d like to do 
word processing, the library’s computers are available.  The computers can be accessed on a drop-in basis, or by 
calling ahead and reserving a time.
