Umatilla 
County Special Library District has made this 
possible by subscribing to Learning Express 
Library, an interactive website that features 
more than 300 online practice tests and 
courses for students and adults.  

Exams and course areas include Business Writ-
ing, Tech and Career College Skills, Civil Ser-
vice, College Entrance, Health Careers, Job Search and Success, Law En-
forcement, Military, Nursing, U.S. Citizenship, Writing Skills, TOEFL Prepara-
tion, and many others. 

The platform includes self-paced interactive study.  As a test taker, you get 
feedback with immediate scoring and detailed explanations of answers to all 
questions. Test results also indicate areas in which you might need additional 
practice to improve your performance, and include recommendations for free 
online tutorial courses. 

Learning Express is accessible at the library, or remotely from home. Your li-
brary card is the key to using this valuable tool. To find out how to access this 
free new service, contact the library.
