
Summer is just around the corner, and parents everywhere are faced with the same 
old question: What do I do to keep my kids occu-
pied this summer?  Since the 1960s our public 
library has had an answer. Get them reading! 
Studies show that more than just fun happens 
when children participate in summer library pro-
grams. Children who read as few as 6 books 
over the summer maintain the level of reading 
skills they achieved during the preceding school 
year. 

The Collaborative Summer Library Program is a 
consortium of states working together to provide 
high-quality summer reading program materials for 
kids at the lowest possible cost for their public libraries. Oregon participates in this 
program, and so does the Weston Library. The 2009 Summer Reading theme is “Get 
Creative at Your Library.”   

Kids can sign up at the library starting June 8, and then track their reading throughout 
the next 5 weeks. Incentives will be offered to encourage reading at home. Each Fri-
day afternoon, from June 8 through July 10, an activity is being planned. We are 
scheduling craft projects, movies, dancing, and music. The final program on July 11 
will feature storyteller and banjo player Tom Rawson at 7:00 P.M. in the park. Adults 
are encouraged to attend this event. 

The librarian will be visiting school classrooms in May to share details and hand out 
flyers about Summer Reading Program. Ask your child to show you the flyer and cal-
endar of planned events.

P i o n e e r  P i c n i c s  P a s t  
The 117th Pioneer Picnic is coming right up, June 5th and 6th. As far as we know, this is the longest 
running event in the county, and Weston residents should be proud of this long heritage. The history of 
the event is rather interesting. The first “picnic” was held June 13,1892, as a reunion of Umatilla County 
pioneers. Dr. W.C. McKay enrolled over 300 names of pioneers in attendance for the registry, and 
2,500 reportedly attended this first event.  A copy of the registry can be viewed at the library.  

The first picnic was held in a big tent erected on North Franklin Street. Early picnics featured the Wes-
ton Ladies Band, a horse-drawn merry-go-round, a parade, games, food, and dancing. The first queen 
of the event was Malinda Saling in 1932. J.E. Lieuallen, Sr. was appointed as the first Grand Marshall 
in 1967.
